1-The aim of the Research Scholarship is to follow the next Project Tasks:   

Task 2-Prepare and follow-up of a feeding trial with Bísaro pigs. Assess and control, animal performance, 
health, and welfare. Collect and analyse biological samples from the trial. Record keeping and data 
processing. 

Task 3-Expansion and development of the use of new additives and feed mixtures for a 
sustainable finishing of Bísaro males with low boar taint. 
Task 4- Quality assessment of new supplements, new feed mixtures and pig meat. Life cycle analysis 
for the achieved animal product. 
Task 5-Management of the project developed in ESAC with preparation of interim reports and 
organizational work. Participation in the dissemination, communication and scale up of project results.

3-Work Plan: 

June to December 2021 – Set up and follow a free-range trial of finishing male Bísaro pigs. Take the 
responsibility of feeding, maintenance of spaces, health control, well-being, and growth of these animals. 
Collect and store biological samples and record data to assess the effects of feeding and handling on 
animal performance. Monitoring of slaughter and collection of data on carcass yield and classification, 
post-mortem sample collection and conservation for later analyses of animal performance and meat 
quality. 
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January 2022 to January 2023 –  Collaborate in the laboratory analysis of the feeds used in the animal 
trial, in the  quantification of plasma and fat, androstenone, skatole and indole for each of the 
experimental animal group. Monitoring of other activities inherent to the project. 

June 2021 to June 2023 - Contribute into reporting, gathering information and disseminating project 
results. 

 

4-Scholarship Length: 

12 months, renewable for 12 months, on an exclusive basis, in accordance with the Regulation of 
Research Grants of the Instituto Politécnico de Coimbra, approved by Despacho n.º 5963/2020, 
published in the 2nd series of the DR of June 1, in force. The Scholarship is scheduled to begin on July 
2021. 

 

5-Monthly Maintenance Allowance:  

1104.64 euros, according to the table of scholarship amounts awarded by FCT to positions held in 
Portugal (www.fct.pt/apoios/bolsas/valores). The payment will be made by bank transfer. 

To this amount is added the voluntary social insurance corresponding to the first tier, and a workplace 
accident insurance contract.

The work will be developed mainly at Escola Agrária of the Coimbra Polytechnic , with sporadic trips out 
related to the project research development or results reporting, under the supervision of Luísa Chambel 
Leitão Martin.

The selection will be made based on the curriculum evaluation and the merit of the candidates assessed, 
considering the academic training, the curriculum profile, the experience of scientific research and 
number of scientific publications. The knowledge of English and Portuguese language as well as, driving 
autonomy will considered.
